·The National Land Transport Act 5 of 2009 came into 

operation on 8 December 2009 (some provisions on 
contracting on 31 August 2009)

·There is a need to cater for new developments and to 
provide for issues that have arisen since 2009

·Hence the NLT Amendment Bill, 2017



2. The Amendment Bill
·The Bill was originally published for comment in 2013

·A number of comments were received from the public and private 
sectors

2. The Amendment Bill cont.
·The Committee has been held up by other legislation

·When the Portfolio Committee is finished, the Bill must be

·The NCOP will probably refer the Bill to the 9 Provincial 
Legislatures, who may also hold public hearings

·Once approved by the NCOP and Portfolio Committee the Bill 
must be referred to the President for signature

·The Bill is expected to be finalised later in 2017
